Description of Change to the Customer:

Intel will implement the following changes on the Intel® Front Panel Spare

FXXFPANEL:

e Changed the power button cap icon outer diameter from 4.0mm to 3.5mm. The
transparent area on the post-change button is more centralized than on the pre-change
one. The purpose of this change is to make the button brighter. The post change
button icon is smaller, but more of the icon area is directly illuminated by the LED.
See the picture below for an illustration of Pre-change and Post-change material:

o The material of the tube that covers the outside of the power button will be changed
from plastic to rubber. The material change will allow the tube to have a stronger
dimension tolerance, in order to fit the power button better, while keeping the look
and feel nearly unchanged.
