Description of Change to the Customer:

Intel is upgrading some Power Loss Imminent (PLI) circuit resistors on the SSD 910 Series
for incremental long-term reliability improvements. The changes do not affect datasheet
specifications or performance. The enhancement reduces the likelihood of an automatic PLI
circuit check reporting a failure. No units have been reported with a PLI circuit check failure,
and a PLI circuit check failure does not affect SSD functionality. During an unexpected
system power loss, PLI detects system Vcc decline, separates the SSD volume Vcc from the
system Vcc, and powers the SSD volume long enough to store committed data into the NAND
volume and complete the shut-down processes.

Customer Impact of Change and Recommended Action:
Since the resistor upgrade has no impact to product performance, Intel recommends re-
qualification is not necessary.

Intel will attempt to deplete pre-conversion material before shipping post-conversion material
but there is a possibility of Intel shipping mixed inventory.
