2. Increase the two capacitor values of C11 and C13 on the Spare Power Distribution
Board (PDB) FBP750PDB from 0.1uF to 2.2pF to extend the duration of the Over
Current Protection (OCP) circuit from 0.6ms to 8.0ms. This change prevents the potential
system shutdown event triggered by the violation of the 240V A regulation of the OCP
circuit.
