The system status 
LED resister “R6” will be changed from a 402 ohm to a 1.5 ohm. This change corrects an 
issue where the system status LED glows dim amber when it should be off. This issue 
could be seen while the system was in stand-by mode. Another side effect this change 
corrects was a yellow discoloring of the green system status LED.
