Description of Change to the Customer:

If the controller is powered down in a system, the 1078 ROC chip pulls
the PCIe SMBUS signal to ground, effectively disabling SMBUS to the
entire system. Since the 1078 ROC chip does not use the PCIe SMBUS for
any functionality, eliminating this connection has no affect on the
controller and allows the SMBUS to work throughout the system as
needed.
