• The NFC header is being removed and a front panel is being installed.

It is recommended that customers evaluate this new BIOS to ensure a smooth transition. This change has 
been thoroughly evaluated to ensure that there are no quality or reliability implications to our customers. 
Intel validation of a new board revision does not include testing with older versions of BIOS. 
 
Intel will attempt to deplete pre-conversion material before shipping post-conversion material but there is a 
possibility of Intel shipping mixed inventory. Therefore, customers will need to manage and migrate to the 
post-conversion material as soon as possible.
