The Intel® NUC Kit, NUC6i7KYK SKUs listed in the products affected table below will have the
following changes.

1. The BIOS will be updated from KYSKLI70.86A.0034 to KYSKLI70.86A.0037. To access the
release notes or get a copy of the BIOS for evaluation, go to http://downloadcenter.intel.com.

2. The HDMI Firmware will be updated from 0x1D to 0x20. The HDMI FW update will improve
audio performance when connected to 5.1 and 7.1 HDMI 2.0 audio receivers and amplifiers.

3. The VESA mounting screws length will be increased.

Customer Impact of Change and Recommended Action:

This change has been thoroughly evaluated to ensure there is no quality, reliability, or functional
implication to our customers. Intel is not recommending additional qualification of these changes on
platforms received from Intel.

Intel will attempt to deplete pre-conversion material before shipping post-conversion material but there is a
possibility of Intel shipping mixed inventory.
