Intel is updating the resistor values and firmware of the Hot Swap Controller (HSC) on the Intel® Server Compute 

Module S9256WK1HLC. The change improves the current sense and prevents a premature trip of the Over Current 

Protection (OCP) mechanism when Processors reach PMAX during normal operation under heavy HPC workloads.
