Customers should be ready to receive a
combination of both C-2 and K-0 stepping material by the "Date Customer
Must be Ready to Receive Post-Conversion Material" above. For

customers implementing their own BIOS, it is necessary to incorporate
the latest Microcode Update (MCU) to support the K-0 stepping. Please
contact your local Intel representative for further technical
questions.
