Description of Change to the Customer:
Intel has updated the firmware of the Intel® Server 1600W AC Common Redundant Power Supply 
AXX1600TCRPS. The new firmware update allows configuring the Cold Redundancy (CR) to "Stand by" 
only if the Power Supply detects that all the Power Supplies in the chassis are connected to AC. Intel found 
that if a Power Supply is configured the CR feature to stand by and some other Power Supply in the chassis 
is not connected to AC it can lead to stress internal components and afterwards a possible Power Supply 
failure. 

The firmware updates from 16.4.128 to 17.4.128 and changes Power Supply revision from 00A to 01A and 
the Product Number from J78186-006 to J78186-007
