Description of Change to the Customer:
This is the same change described in ADV2135 issued on September 23, 2021.

Intel is announcing the discontinuance of certain older versions of Intel® Quartus® Il and Intel® Quartus®
Prime software Subscription Edition and Intel Quartus Il and Intel® Quartus® Prime software Web Edition
released from 2014 (starting with Quartus 11 Subscription and Web Editions version 14.0) through 2016 (Intel
Quartus Prime Pro/Standard/Lite edition 16.1). The versions covered by this announcement include all variants of
these versions that support different operating systems.

This product discontinuance applies only to these older versions of the Intel Quartus software, not to the related Intel
FPGA and CPLD devices. The software versions will no longer be available for download after Dec 22", 2021, do
not include the latest functional and security updates, and will not be supported with any additional functional,
security, or other updates. All versions are provided as is.
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Customer Impact of Change and Recommended Action:

Intel recommends uninstalling and discontinue use of the affected software versions, and upgrade to the latest
available software version compatible with your Intel FPGA or CPLD device (see Table 2). Refer to Table 1 for the
list of discontinued software versions. Users should keep their software up-to-date and follow the technical security
recommendations detailed below.

Users with a device compatible with Intel Quartus software version 17.0 or above can update to newer software
versions with functional and security updates. Users should install the latest version upon release and keep software
up to date.

If your current device does not work with version 17.0 or above, you will not be able to update to a version with
additional functional and security updates at any time.

Table 1 identifies the latest software available for your Intel FPGA and CPLD devices and the devices (product
families) affected with this software discontinuance.

It is important to note that this notification is not a device part number discontinuance and there is no change
associated with availability of the device part numbers.
